Pekudei - 5776 - First the Roof and then the Walls
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Two questions:

1. Rather repetitious.
2. First work described as avodah. Second described as melocha.

3. How does one build a building? The roof first? Or the walls first?
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The word Mishkan is sometimes used in these parshios to describe the first layers of coverings of
curtains on top. There were three types of layers of curtains on the Mishkan:

10 curtains made of (sheep) wool
11 curtains made of o'ty V'ww - goat wool
1 leather covering

The first type of layers of wool are often described (since Parshas Terumah) as Mishkan.
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First the roof and then the walls!

Also in Rashi in Gemora Menachos (99) about wTij7a |"7vn
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The Medrash says that no one could pick up all the parts of the Mishkan. The n'wnj? were very
heavy. Moshe Rabbeinu did it all with one hand!
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The whole purpose of the Mishkan was to bring the Shichna into this world.
Must be something in these ten curtains that they will bring the Shechina.
What's the connection?

Imrei Emes: Why 1wy |21 - twice?

Based on a Medrash which the Baal Haturim brings:

When Kilal Yisrael built the Mishkan down here, HaKadosh Baruch Hu told the Melochim to build a
Mishkan in Heaven to correspond with the Mishkan on earth.
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Chasam Sofer: What's the difference between "nTi1ay“ and "nax'mn“?
There’s another way to bring down the Shechina.



We don’t have a Mishkan. We don’t have a Beis HaMikdash.
How can we bring the Shechina down here in this world?
Through Torah. The Beis HaMedrash. Beis HaKenneses.

Sitting and learning Torah brings the Shechina down
After all, the whole purpose of the Mishkan was Torah.
Moshe Rabbeinu went into the Mishkan to learn Torah from the Rebono Shel Olam.
From on top of the Aron, between the Kruvim -- Hashem spoke to Moshe -- to teach him more
Torah.
According to one opinion in the Gemora, he didn’t learn everything in 40 days - he only learned the
D0'77> and all the details were given in the Mishkan.
Chasam Sofer: nTiay - is the Korbanos.
noX'7n of learning Torah another way to bring the Shechina down.

Putting up the niy first in mid air -- is to show there’s another way to bring the Shechina down
here.

What do the nivin' represent?

Torah.

How do | know that?

Baal HaTurim:

Why 10 niyvin'? Representing the Aseres HaDibros.
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One person sits and learns Torah -- the Shechina is with him.
Two
Ten

What's the difference? With ten, if Hashem knows ten are going to come, the Shechina comes first!
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The ikar Shechina is through learning Torah. And we if we learn with the right kavanos and learn
together - the Shechina rests on us.

And that’s the Beracha that Moshe Rabbeinu gave them.
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The Zohar brings many times. That HaKadosh Baruch Hu should be pleased with our kiyum
haMitzvos and should be pleased with our Torah learning to such an extent that
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Should bring the Shechina down.
